Common
wind speed is 3 to 4 Beaufort but during the summer it can sometimes reach 5 to 6 Beauforts.

From Lefkas you can visit Fiscardo and Agia Efthimia at Cephalonia Island, Ithaki island, Zakynthos island as well as
Porto Leone bay at Kalamos island. If you have 2 weeks to enjoy you can combine sailing to Parga, Meganissi island,
Paxos and Antipaxi island and of course the cosmopolitan island of Corfu, full of magnificent buildings of unique archi-
tectural interest and a very vivid nightlife.
